These include: a long run of the
Arminian/Methodist Magazine from volume 1to about 1880; some
collections of 19th-century pamphlets; a near-complete run of Wesleyan
Conference Minutes and of British Methodism since Union; Minutes of
Methodist Conference, a range of early writings by and/or about Methodists
(and their antecedents), early Methodist periodicals.
